IRRIGATION BOARD DENIES
REQUEST OF SUBDIVIDERS

The Board of Directors of the
Vista . Irrigation District met last
Frldny and made up the annual
budget and also took action on the
appligation of Phillips-Hambaugh
Co. to have latera extensions made
Co. to have lateral extensions made

Eagineer Manager Pyle, in plac-
ing the application before the board
made the¢/ following statement:

“On March 9, 1926, you approved
the npplication of the San Diego
County Land company for the ex-
tension of laterals to 10-acre tracts
to this land. This was done by the
construction of 4500 feet of 8-inch
concrete pipe and 2100 feet of 4-
inch welded steel pipe which gave
service to each 10-acre fract as gub-
divided by the ownerd. The prop-
erty was divided at that time into
42 lots, containing an average of
10.96 acres eq:h' nine of these lots
had service: from steel pipes under
pressure and the balanot by grav-
ity from concrete pipes.

“The new owners (Phillips-Ham-
baugh Co,) have sub-divided the
property into 111 lots, with an av-
erage‘area of 4.16 acres each. As
the District has already given serv-
fce to 10-acre tracts they are will-

ing to pay the District the entire
costs of extending laterals to serve
each lot but - desire extensions in
steel-qnly where steel lines are now
in and the balance to be concrete.”

After cg) puting the probable
costs, Mr., Pyle made the following:
recommendations:

“There is no doubt but that steel
pressure lines would be worth con-
siderable more than gravity con-
crete lines to each owner in this
subdlvision _on account of the dif-
ference In 8@rvice. The static pres-
sure ranges from 180 feet to 300
feet.

“The construction of concrete
system to lots containing less than
10 acres will increase the cost of
operation to the District and it will
be very difficuit to maintain ade-
quate service for irrigation and
there will be no domestic water
available except by construction
and use of cisterns or tanks.

“I respectfully recommend that
no extensions in concrete lines be
made on this tract even at owner'g
expense to less than 10-acre areas.”

The board voted to concurr with
the recommendation _of the Engi-
neer-Manager.

Lewis C. Allen came to Vista
about four yeargs ago when he
married Marian Babson, daughter
of Mr. and Mrs. J. M. Babson. Mr.
Babson was a ploneer merchant
hrere and Mrs. Babson was the Vista
postmistress. Both were highly es-
teemed as citizens .-and of high
honor in business dealings. Thelr
reputatfon for credit and their
standing with wholesale firms was
gilt edge.

Allen served as bookkeeper In
tht Babson store until the death
of Mr. Babson, when the estate was
feft to Mrs. Marian Allen and her
sister, Helen Babson, and brother,
Aubrey, the latter being a“minor.

Allen’s prospects in the commu-
nity were very bright and he made
many friends, He became the man-
ager of the Babson estate and was
sworn in as clerk in the postoffice.
Up to the time of his arrest on May
6, the business apparently prosper-
ed. For many months preceding
this Allen on various pretexts had
insisted that Mrs. Allen’s assistance
was not needed fn the store and
nostoffice, according to her state-
ment, and when the Federal officers
made their investigations -and took
Allen Into custody for responsibil-
ity in connection with the loss to

his wife was dazed at the blow.

About $15,000 of this sum was
recovered by the officers and Allen
was held on charges based on the
$20,000 shortage.™

The large sums were secured, it
is alleged, by Allen by writing sev-
eral hundreds of money orders of
$100, or less, madde payable to vari-
oud banks by the Babson Mercan-
tile Co. These money orders were
said to have been cashed through
the banks and postoffices.

The statement {s made that the
First National Bank of Oceanside
became suspicious of the large
number of money orders presented
-by Allen for deposit several weeks
prior to his drrest and refused to
accept mbre of them. The Ocean-
side postmaster is declaréd to have
reported suspicions in the matter to

Birds are the most perfect build-
ers, and—strange asit may sound
—there g scarcely a trade that you
will not  find represented among
these feathered craftsmen.
Many of fhe nests of American
birds are‘marvels of.-ingenuity, but
thelr greatest efforts pale beside
the wonders of the tropica. Weav-
ers, carpenters, tailors, plasterers,
tunnelers—these are but a few of
ths many trades that we find prac-
ticed when the nesting season ar-
rives.
